CoAEMSP Policies – February 5, 2006
   Implementation of the Bachelor’s Degree Requirement for Program Directors

Change in Program Director
Accredited programs filling a vacancy in the Program Director position must fill that vacancy with an individual meeting all qualifications prescribed under the current CoAEMSP Standards and Guidelines, including possession of a Bachelor’s Degree.

Waiver of Bachelor’s Degree Requirement
Program Directors from programs accredited under the 1989 JRCEMT-P Essentials not meeting the Bachelor’s Degree requirement prescribed under the current CoAEMSP Standards and Guidelines may continue in the role of Program Director with that program, so long as that program continuously maintains CoAEMSP/CAAHEP accreditation.

States Newly Requiring Accreditation 

A program applying for Initial Accreditation from a state newly requiring accreditation prior to January 1, 2011 and having a Program Director appointed who does not hold a Bachelor’s Degree will be able to pursue a Bachelor’s Degree. The PD must maintain continuous enrollment and make satisfactory academic progress (minimum 15 semester credits per year or equivalent).  In the event that the initial Program Director vacates the position, the program must fill the vacancy with an individual meeting all qualifications prescribed under the current CoAEMSP Standards and Guidelines, including possession of a Bachelor’s Degree.
